The York Adams Transportation Authority (dba rabbittransit) 
broke ground on Wed. Oct. 19, for its new Gettysburg 
Transit Center. The Authority, which manages and operates 
Freedom Transit, will construct the 1,500 square foot, one 
and half story building at the former Petro fueling station                                          
adjacent to the Historic  
Gettysburg Railroad Station.
